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Summary
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ÅCOVID-19 weekly cases have increased in Surrey and across the UK this week (June 30th to July 6th).

ÅFor the latest week of data (30th June to 6th July), 188.1 cases per 100,000 population were recorded in 

Surrey. This rate is lower when compared with England; 287.1 per 100,000 population.

ÅFor the latest week of available data (June 30th to July 6th). the positivity rate across Surrey district and 

boroughs ranges from 2.9 ï6.7. The positivity rate for the South East in the same time period was 4.4.

ÅCases of the variant of concern VOC-21APR-02, now known as the Delta variant, have been identified in all 

parts of Surrey. Reigate and Banstead has seen the highest number of confirmed or probable cases in Surrey 

to July 6th. 

ÅThe estimated R number for the South East is 1.3-1.6. There is a high degree of uncertainty around this 

estimate due to highly variable transmission across the region; it is therefore not robust enough to use alone 

for policy decisions.

ÅUp to 6th July, 841,537 people in Surrey have received the 1st dose of a vaccination for COVID-19, and 

624,493 people in Surrey have received the 2nd dose



Notes on the data presented
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Å The following figures and graphs are a summary of data in the public domain.

Å The report presents the most up-to-date weekday data at the time of writing. 

Å The report presents the 7-day and 14-day rates. 14-day rates provide a clearer picture of the data overall, while the 7-day rate allow insight into the most recent 
picture (however, this data must be monitored for potential reporting lag). 

Å The 7 day average line on charts is calculated using the average of cases for three days before, the date itself and the three days after any specific date.  As such, 
the average takes into account case numbers past the point where it is plotted and therefore can show as being higher than the previous dayôs cases leading up to 
it.

Å The weekly rates are calculated in-house using the PHE published data, this is before PHE releases its official weekly report. The case number may change which 
can lead to a slight variation between the calculated weekly rates and PHEôs weekly rates once released a week later. 

Å The way cases are reported by PHE has changed. Cases that have been identified through a positive rapid lateral flow test will be removed for people who took 
Polymerase Chain Reaction (PCR) tests within 3 days that were all negative. This change has been applied retrospectively to all cases from 1 November 2020 
onwards. 

Å On 16th June 2021 PHE changed the way that deaths are allocated to local authorities and regions in England to take account of the address at death registration, 
therefore the cumulative number of deaths within 28 days reported for Surrey were lower in the report published on 18 th June than they were in the previous week.

Å Due to a data issue, the reported number of cases by Public Health England (PHE) included cases where a positive lateral flow test was followed by a negative PCR 
test. These cases were retrospectively removed on the 18thMay and therefore some cumulative totals may be lower than the previous weekôs report.

Å There are no set numbers of cases that define an area as being at a particular level of concern. To give advice to key partners, two main areas need to be 
considered beyond case numbers:

1. Whether cases are linked to each other. Cases in a small area who have contracted COVID-19 from different sources requires a different response to cases 

in the same area who have contracted the virus from the same setting. There are strict definitions about what is an óoutbreakô. Local authorities work closely 

with Public Health England to establish if cases are linked or separate. 

2. Whether the case numbers are significantly and consistently greater than expected. This involves interpretation of a daily óexceedance reportô from Public 

Health England, which takes into account the size of local populations, recent trends, the level of statistical confidence in fluctuations in case numbers, and 

the situation outside Surrey. 

Å Surreyôs Local Outbreak Control Plan has more information about the measures in place to identify and contain COVID-19 outbreaks and protect the public's health. 

This plan is regularly reviewed and updated.

Public Health England have released data on cases split by age and time period. In this report we have 

used PHE data to create heat maps which enable visualisation of the transmission of the epidemic 

through case age groups and through weekly time period.

Heat maps are produced by plotting a three-dimensional chart, where the horizontal axis shows the 

specimen date of test and the vertical axis shows the age of individuals who test positive (split roughly 

into 10-year groups). 

Cases per 100,000 is a standard epidemiological metric used to present the incidence of Covid-19. The 

7-day rolling rate shown is calculated by dividing the sum of cases in the seven days leading up to (and 

including) the date shown on the horizontal axis, by the sum of the population in the corresponding age 

group (population estimates are from ONS mid- 2019).

The colour of the heat map reflects the range of the 7-day rolling rate of cases per 100,000 in each 

age/week cell. The darker shading shows which age groups have the highest rates of infection per 

100,000 cases. Each cell is also labelled with the 7-day rolling rate of cases per 100,000.

The time range presented is limited by the availability of data provided by Public Health England.
