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Summary 2
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A COVID-19 weekly cases have decreased in Surrey and across the UK this week (9th February to 15th
February).

A For the latest week of data (9th February to 15th February), 647.0 cases per 100,000 population were
recorded in Surrey. This rate is higher when compared with England; 472.9 per 100,000 population.

A For the latest week of available data (5th February to 11th February) the positivity rate across Surrey districts
and boroughs ranges from 9.8 to 14.2. The positivity rate for the South East in the same time period was 12.3.

A The estimated R number for the South East is 0.8 to 1.0. There is a high degree of uncertainty around this
estimate due to highly variable transmission across the region.

A Up to 16th February, 956,890 (85%) people aged 12+ in Surrey have received the 1st dose of a vaccination for
COVID-19, and 900,820 (80%) people in Surrey have received the 2" dose. 739,038 (66%) people aged 12+

The report presents the most up-to-date data at the time of writing.

The report presents the 7-day and 14-day rates. 14-day rates provide a clearer picture of the data overall, while the 7-day rate allow insight into the most recent
picture (however, this data must be monitored for potential reporting lag).

The 7-day average line on charts is calculated using the average of cases for three days before, the date itself and the three days after any specific date. As such,
the average takes into account case numbers past the point where it is plotted and therefore can show as being higherthanthepr evi ous dayés cases
it.

The weekly rates are calculated in-house using the UK Health Security Agency (UKHSA) published data

Cases that have been identified through a positive rapid lateral flow test will be removed for people who took Polymerase Chain Reaction (PCR) tests within 3 days
that were all negative.

There are no set numbers of cases that define an area as being at a particular level of concern. To give advice to key partners, two main areas need to be
considered beyond case numbers:

1. Whether cases are linked to each other. Cases in a small area who have contracted COVID-19 from different sources requires a different response to cases
in the same area who have contracted the virus from t heoloamghorgiestvarkclogely T h
with Public Health England to establish if cases are linked or separate.

2. Whether the case numbers are significantly and consi stemetdgngeeneportdafm
which takes into account the size of local populations, recent trends, the level of statistical confidence in fluctuations in case numbers, and the situation
outside Surrey.

From 31 January 2022, UKHSA have moved to an episode-based definition of COVID-19 cases. Individuals are now counted each time they have a new
episode (defined as at least 90 days after the previous positive test). Previously data was deduplicated to only show individuals who had not previously
tested positive.
